Missouri-Based Resources 

The Missouri Department of Mental 
Health’s Division of Developmental 
Disabili7es (Division of DD)	administers a 
total of four Medicaid Home and 
Community Based (HCB) Waiver programs. 
While these waiver programs include 
wai>ng lists, it is important to get on now 
for these services that will make a big 
difference later: 

1) Comprehensive Waiver  
2) Community Support Waiver  
3) MOCDD (Missouri Children with 

Developmental Disabilities Waiver  
4) Partnership for Hope Waiver  

These programs provide funding based on 
the nature of the applicant’s disability along 
with their current status with Medicaid. The 
services and supports provided by this 
Division are not only focused on improving  

the quality of life for the child with 
disabili>es, but also the lives of family 
members and caregivers. There is already a 
high number of Missourians u>lizing these 
programs, so don’t wait too long and sign 
up now!

Children and Youth with Special Health 
Care Needs (CYSHCN) is a statewide, payer 
of last resort program that provides 
financial aid for medically necessary 
diagnos>c and treatment services for 
children under the age of 21. To be eligible 
for services, the family must meet financial 
guidelines. 

Missouri Assis7ve Technology (MoAT) 
provides services and a variety of programs 
to further increase access to technology for 
Missourians with all types of disabili>es and 
of all ages. Programs include 
Telecommunica7ons Access Program, AT 
Reimbursement for Schools, and Kids 
Assis7ve Technology.   

Missouri Department of Health and Senior 
Services: Trauma7c Brain Injury provides 
informa>on and resources for those 
affected by brain injury. 

Missouri HealthNet for Kids provides public 
healthcare coverage for children less than 
19 years of age whose family income falls 
within certain parameters. The state will 
help pay for medical and dental needs of 
low to moderate income children. 

Missouri Temporary Assistance for Needy 
Families Program (TANF) provides cash 
benefits to low-income families for the 
household’s children. 

The Missouri Division of Developmental 
Disabili7es is commi\ed to improving the 
quality of life for individuals with 
developmental and/or intellectual 

disabili>es. This division offers many 
government-funded programs for 
individuals of all ages and of all needs.

Nonprofit Resources 
ABiLITY is a nonprofit organiza>on that 
provides direct services and support for 
individuals with developmental disabili>es 
all the way from birth to adulthood.  

Brain Injury Associa7on of Missouri (BIA-
MO) is a community-based organiza>on 
that serves and helps individuals with brain 
injuries and their families, while also 
educa>ng the public and preven>ng 
incidences of brain injuries. 

Champ Clark Service Coordina7on (CCSC) 
provides Targeted Case Management 
services of Missouri to coordinate and plan 
a treatment plan for individuals with 
developmental disabili>es. These 
individuals get to decide what supports and 
services are best fit for him/her and his/her 
family to begin living an empowered and 
independent life. 

Endless Op7ons, INC is the only accredited 
nonprofit organiza>on that offers services 
for individuals with developmental and/or 
intellectual disabili>es in Howard County. 

ICAN Missouri Founda7on provides 
services and supports to children with not 
only developmental disabili>es, but also 
those with specific medical and behavioral 
needs. 

Lake of the Ozarks Developmental Center, 
INC. provides individuals with disabili>es of 
all ages individualized support and ac>vi>es 
to promote personal and social growth.  

LinkAbility, INC. u>lizes a person-centered 
planning process to connect children with 
developmental disabili>es to a case 
manager within the Taney, Stone and Ozark 
coun>es. These case managers work to 
provide resources, services and supports 
necessary for the eligible individual.  

Midwest Special Needs Trust Charitable 
Trust Program assists impoverished families 
with one or more member(s) having a Social 
Security verified disability. This program 
provides financial grants to help pay for 
care, services, transporta>on, etc. that are 
not covered by public benefits.  

Missouri Associa7on of Rehabilita7on 
Facili7es (MARF) strives to improve the 
lives of Missourians with disabili>es by 
driving public policy and strengthening the 
members of the organiza>on through the 
use of two divisions—community living and 
employment. 

Missouri Associa7on of County 
Developmental Services (MACDDS) 
provides local support and services for 
individuals with developmental disabili>es. 
This local organiza>on works with private 
Targeted Case Management Services to 
reach the needs of a total of 104 Missouri 
coun>es. 

Missourians who Kare for Injured and 
Disabled Students (KIDS) specializes 
specifically in helping young student 
athletes who have suffered a permanent 
disabling injury. This organiza>on provides 
specific equipment, resources and support
